TERMS OF SALE

1. Terms are strictly CASH to the highest bidder. In case of dispute the decision of the Auctioneer will be
final. Lots must be paid for before shipping.

2. All bids will be executed by the Auction Manager, but forwarding charges, insurance and registration,
etc., will be charged to the buyer. Bids from overseas members should be in Sterling and all postal bids
must be received by Friday 20th March 2026 before 1200hrs BST if by e mail or by Wednesday 18th
March 2026 if by phone or mail. Receipt of bids will be acknowledged by e mail or phone so if you
don’t receive this acknowledgement please contact the Auction Manager asap.

3. Successful bidders will be notified of their purchases by Pro-forma invoice (normally by e mail) and lots
will be forwarded after receipt of the FULL remittance in STERLING funds.

4. Lots will normally be sent out by first class mail (or equivalent) for invoices up to £40 in value or by
Royal Mail ‘Signed For’ service (or equivalent) for invoices over £40. Buyers requiring an alternative
service should request this when responding to the pro-forma invoice.

5. All lots are sold as genuine (except where offered ‘as is”) but neither the Auctioneer nor the Society can
be held responsible for a wrong description by the vendor. Note that your Auction Manager will have
made an attempt to verify descriptions but he is not an expertising service nor does he always have the
time to examine every stamp in large mixed lots!

6. All lots are sold in STERLING FUNDS and must be paid for in STERLING FUNDS. Payment may be
made either by sterling cheque drawn on a UK clearing bank and made payable to the Society or via
PAYPAL or by bank transfer. In the case of PAYPAL payments a surcharge will be applied
(normally 5% but may be higher for small invoices) to cover PAYPAL charges. If paying via bank
transfer, all bank charges must be paid by the purchaser. Please note that we are no longer able to
accept bank drafts drawn on Canadian or US banks.

7. The estimates given in the appropriate column are meant as a guide to the current retail value of the lots.
In many cases the vendor’s figures have been checked and adjusted. It is anticipated that most lots will
sell at, or a little above, the estimate given. Condition has been taken into account and every effort made
to give a clear description for the benefit of bidders. Such descriptions have, of necessity, to be
reasonably brief. The Auction Manager is prepared to attempt to give more detailed descriptions of
larger lots and additional scans (e.g. of the back of stamps or covers) can be provided on request. The
numbers stated in general lots and accumulations have not all been checked and must be accepted as only
approximate.

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INFORMATION FOR BIDDERS

An estimate is shown against each lot. This is an estimate of the market value of the lot and may be used as a
guide to the likely selling price. However, please note that our Auction Manager does not always get it right!

As this is a club auction, reserves have, in many cases, been set by individual sellers not by the auction
manager. As a result, reserve levels can vary a lot from less than 50% to as much as 90% of estimate. In most
cases, assume the reserve is around 75% of estimate and note that bids of less than 70% of estimate are
highly unlikely to be successful.

This sale includes a few lots donated or sold for Society funds. These are indicated by * beside the lot number.
In some cases these will be being sold without reserve but please bid generously in such cases!

The scans are, however, of fairly high resolution so you will be able to
blow them up in size online to get a close up view of the material. Also note that some of the covers and
large stamp lots are held on album pages which can sometimes be hard to scan - so don’t be alarmed if
some of the scans show edges missing etc. In real life they are all there unless we say they are not!

Oh, and remember if you see something you like....bid early, bid high and bid often!!!

FOREWORD

This sale contains the usual eclectic mix of postal history and stamps from the BNA area. The sale contains
lots with estimated values between £1 and £200 with well over 90% of lots being estimated below £50 - very
much lotted with the collector in mind. So, even in these times of tight budgets and cost of living crises we
hope you can find something to add to your collections that won’t break the bank.

As usual, all estimates and bidding are done in £ Sterling although successful overseas bidders will be able to
pay invoices in their local currency using PAYPAL or pay via International bank transfer.

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POSTAL HISTORY - MIXED OR BULK LOTS (see also lot 70)

1877 - 95 small group of nine Small Queen covers. All are either 1 cent or 3 cents frankings.
Condition generally fine but note a couple with edge faults.

1898 - 1902 small group of nine covers or cards all franked with either Maple Leaf or Numeral
stamps. All are domestic apart from one postcard to the UK. Couple have creases but generally
fine.

Late QV to early QE2: another bumper lot of covers and cards - some 47 in all. These taken from a
collection of postal rates so many domestic rates but also note several airmail to Europe etc.
Includes a couple of meter mark covers. Generally fine.

1906 - 1938 group of 11 large size 10 OHMS covers all mailed to a solicitor firm in Sheffield UK.
Eight of the covers are from the Edward 7 period with frankings between 2 cents and 6 cents. One
Admiral cover franked with 5 cents blue and two George 6 covers franked with Mufti stamps both
registered at the 13 cents rate. Condition varies but several fine or better.

1907 - 1912 group of four picture postcards all franked with 1 cent Edwards. Some good postmark
interest including Milner, BC, Leduc, Alberta etc. Fine or better.

1908 - 1925 group of six ppc and one envelope . One Quebec Tercentenary card but majority are
Admiral period with several War Tax types. Condition varies but many fine here.

1910 - 1950 bumper lot of cards and covers - approx 80 here including 5 unused postcards. Includes
everything from registered to airmail and special delivery. Condition varies but mostly fine.

1929 - 1947 group of 12 covers all franked with Newfoundland stamps. Includes airmail, FDC's as
well as local rates. Good variety of frankings. Condition varies with one or two having minor faults
but majority are fine to very fine and should be good value at .........

1937 - 1940 bundle of some 30 covers all franked with low value Mufti stamps in various combina-
tions. Condition varies but many fine or better.

1937 - 1942 group of 16 covers all franked with stamps from the Mufti series and/or the 1938
pictorial series with a couple also having earlier airmail stamps on. A wide range of frankings from
3 cents to 30 cents with airmail, registered, censored etc. Most overseas destinations are to the
UK or Ireland but note also Italy and Portugal. Condition varies but many fine or very fine here.

1937 to 1942 group of some 16 covers franked with Mufti issue or pictorials. Wide range of
frankings from 3 cents to 13 cents and includes some registered and many censored, some nice
destinations here including Switzerland (several), Finland, Sweden, Belgium etc. Fine lot.

1937 to 1964 collection of some 16 first day covers, all different issues. Very fine.

1939 to 1945; group of eight airmail covers from Canada to the UK all sent at the prevailing 30
cents rate. Range of frankings all with 10 cent plus 20 cent stamps. All have been written up on
display pages. Note a couple with censor tapes. Condition varies a bit but generally fine or better
and a nice display group.

1941 - 1952 small group of airmail covers and cards comprising: impressive 1941 front only to
Scotland rated at 90 cents paid with nine copies of the 10 cent stamp (CS type 241), 1948 postcard
to Denmark, 1950 letter to Barbados with 10 cents rate paid with Newfoundland stamps, 1950
letter to Switzerland and 1952 letter to Norway. Condition varies but generally fine.

1947 - 1949 group of four airmail covers from Canada to the UK all mailed using stamps from the
Peace issue. One cover is at the single 15 cents per % oz rate, the other three are all double rate.
Nice range of frankings and all fine to very fine.
